Avalanche prone locations  Danger description

N The fresh snow and snow drift accumulations are prone
to triggering. Avalanches can be released, even by a
Wju Ew single winter sport participant or triggered naturally. They
YAN can penetrate deep layers and reach dangerously large
s size. Snow sport activities outside marked and open
pistes call for experience in the assessment of avalanche
danger and caution.

Full-depth avalanches

Individual full-depth avalanches are possible. This applies in all aspects below
approximately 2200 m. Caution is to be exercised in areas with glide cracks.
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
